A common mishap among those who are first-time 
prayer candidates is that they are not aware of how we 
prepare for their appointment. First of all, we spend an 
entire hour in prayer before the Rooms are open,  
asking the Father for His anointing. Those who have 
been assigned to minister to a certain person pray over 
the needs we are aware of, and those the Lord reveals 
by His Spirit. When they do not arrive, that appoint-
ment time is left vacated - with three or more ministers seated and waiting. We don’t want that 
to happen to those who have given of their time so willingly.
